Maine’s Enforcing the Underage Drinking Laws (EUDL) program offers a limited amount of no-charge training to Maine’s law enforcement and community each year.  Trainers are veteran law enforcement officers from Maine with expertise in underage drinking enforcement.  A list of existing training topics is below and requests for other topics are welcomed.   To discuss training opportunities around underage drinking enforcement, please contact Katie Lauze at Katherine.Lauze@maine.gov or 207-287-5713.
· Maine’s UD-related Civil and Criminal Liquor Laws, Reporting and Prosecution Tips – Outlines the difference between civil, criminal and juvenile crimes, how to write each citation, what an officer should do if s/he comes across an underage drinking party, and what citations are allowable and most appropriate for a variety of violations.

· Underage Drinking Party Detection, Response, and Processing – Reviews case law supporting best practices, specific action steps, and equipment when responding to an underage drinking party.

· Administrative Liquor Laws/ MOU training – Gives detailed information about how to enforce a Memorandum of Understanding with the Department of Liquor Licensing. Important note: All departments who wish to enter such an MOU must receive this training prior to its implementation.
· Fake ID detection, Enforcement, and Processing – Provides most current best practice regarding the detection, enforcement, processing and legal retention of Fake IDs.

· Licensee-Located Enforcement: Shoulder-taps, Cops-in-Shops & Compliance Checks – Details compliance check best practice as determined by the Maine Attorney General’s Office as well as how to execute shoulder tap operations and cops-in-shops licensee-based enforcement.

· Furnishing Enforcement & Source Investigations – Explains the laws around furnishing alcohol or a place for minors to consume, penalties for violations, and how to conduct an investigation to determine the source, purchaser or provider of alcohol to an underage person(s).

· Underage Impaired Driving Enforcement – Outlines best practices for conducting an underage impaired driving detail, as well as statistics, dangers, penalties and laws specific to underage impaired driving.

· Using Media and Data to Promote Enforcing the Underage Drinking Laws Efforts – A how-to guide on using data collected as a result of EUDL activities to garner support for law enforcements’ efforts by working with local media partners to publicize those efforts throughout the service area.

· Working with Community Systems and Stakeholders to Deter and Respond to Underage Drinking with a Unified Voice – Outlines how to involve different sectors of the community in prevention of underage drinking, and how to encourage those sectors to share a common prevention message.

· Working with DA’s and Judges to Enhance Consistent and Evidence-based Consequences for Underage Drinking Violations – A webinar detailing the different diversion programs that are currently in use around the state, with suggestions and technical assistance from coalitions or other groups who are currently implementing these strategies; A look at how the EUDL Multijurisdictional Enforcement Taskforces can play a role in filling gaps in diversion programming state-wide.

· Working with Liquor Licensees Proactively and Reactively – Explains the difference between proactive and reactive enforcement, when each type is most effective or appropriate

· How to Use Social Media and Other Web and Media to Investigate and Enforce Underage Drinking Laws – A guide to using Facebook, twitter and other social media and web platforms to do proactive investigation, prevention and enforcement of underage drinking laws.

· Hands-on Experiential Training – A day-long training that uses volunteer college students from around the state as actors to stage underage drinking events in various indoor and outdoor settings so law enforcement officers can gain field experience in underage drinking party response and processing.
